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1. Back Panels 
 

 
Begin with the two back panels (C 
+ D), line up the two panels so that 
the hooks correspond with the 
cutouts and slot them together and 
slide to lock into place. Please 
note the markers for the base. 
Then screw together using holes 
provided and 2 x screws (K).  
 

  
 

2. Side Panels 
 

     
 
Line up one side panel (A) so that 
the hooks on the back panel 
correspond with the holes on the 
side panel and slide to lock into 
place. Again note the marker for 
the base. Screw together using 
holes provided at the bottom and 
 1 x screw (K). Repeat with the 
opposite side panel (B).

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3. Plinth 
 

    
 
     
Position inner plinth panel onto the base of the unit and fix into place using 6 x bolts, 
washers and spring clips (L, M + N). Ensure the screw holes to accommodate tracking 
(circled) are facing upwards. Position the outer part of the plinth (J) over the first and fix 
using 2 x screws (K) from the underside.  
 
 

 
4. Bottom Track 
 

     
 
Fit two of the track pieces (1xG + 1xH) to the bottom of the unit using 2 x screws (K) on each piece and 1x  
between the two. The tracks are labelled on the back with either a 3 or a 4, you will need one of 
each. 
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5. Top Panel 

 

     
 

     
 
Place the top panel into position. Fix using 2 x screws (K) into sides at the front of 
the unit. Use 2 x nuts and bolts with spring washers (O, M + P) at either side 
along the back of the top panel and 2 x plastic fasteners (Q) at either side of the 
centre back. 
 
 
 

 
6. Top Track and Base Panel 
 

Fix the remaining two tracks (G 
+ H) to the top of the unit using 
5 x screws (K). You can then 
lift the unit upright and place 
the base panel into position at 
the bottom of the unit as shown 
and test the unit.
